The end
result , the fusion of hundreds of high intensity lighting segments forming a 54 extended
column of light without glare, while greatly reducing shadows.

Nautilus Series Lighting produces a high intensity, pre-focused pattern of light with an up to
10” adjustable spot size, at 120,000 lux (11,000 fc) per lighthead. A sterilizable center handle
for direct surgeon light pattern control and non-sterile positioning handles for circulator
adjustments are standard.

Cooler

Revolutionary coated reflectors send infrared heat to the rear and out the back of the surgical
lighthead, thereby producing only cool, soft white lighting to the surgical field. Equipped
with an efficient, color-correcting filter and a low voltage halogen bulb, Nautilus promotes
the optimum balance between bright light and cool illumination where it is needed most.

Color Correct Light

The optimum color temperature of 4,000 K provides soft white lighting without glare, together
with a preferred Color Rendering Index (CRI) of 95 for excellent tissue differentiation.
